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The building committee undertook
the project of providing on -site
storage early last spring. Previous-
ly, the attic in the building served
as storage for the past 15 years plus.

A fire department inspection found the storage of all
sorts of materials, mostly decorations for events,
posed a fire hazard and demanded that the hazard
be eliminated by either putting sprinklers in the at-
tic, sheet rocking or clearing the attic. As a result,
the Board of Directors concluded the best approach
was to abandon the attic due to cost, but more so to
avoid future liability the circular stairway posed in
hauling material both to and from the attic.

The building committee developed a plan to build
storage onto the north east wall of the building.
Don Roberts came up with the idea. Yeah Don!

The side area of the building was leveled, the fire-
wood moved and a foundation and full walkway was
formed all the way to our existing sidewalk. After
laying steel, concrete was poured over two work par-
ties. Almost 9 yards and aching backs.

Next, the storage building was framed, including the
roof. The next work party the siding was applied

and later 4 pairs of doors were built for easy access.

While this was going on a primer coat was applied
inside the storage building. Jim Sleep volunteered

under the handicapped ramp, and the under build-
ing access door, were redone anew. The side access
gate had to be shortened and refitted to work.
