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My First Delta Cruise

" A few months ago I found
my 1dea1 boat or so I hoped, a 30 ft. Sea Ray
whose owner had passed away, so she had been
sitting in San Rafael awhile. I wanted a boat that
had running engines, good visibility, a large aft
deck, a fiberglass hull and an affordable price. I
renamed her "Danish Diva” and signed up for
the Delta Cruise-out , the whole two weeks. Of
course there were kinks to be ironed out and as
the trip deadline approached I would get one
kink out and then another would pop up. Such
is the way with owning a boat I'm told. After a
few repairs the boat was ready to sail except for
one small issue, I didn't know how to run the
boat, not to mention docking and undocking
her. Also I didn't have a crew lined up except for
my dear friend Randy who would not be
available for the whole trip.

An old friend, John Long came to the rescue
and gave me 3 days of his time to patiently tutor
me. A neighbor at the Petaluma marina, Keith
Kelly, offered to go with us for the first 3 days.
Keith has mainly sailed sailboats but is a
mechanic, which turned out to be a good
thing. Thanks to Diane Parkers detailed
itinerary, lists of what to bring, and Keith Jones'
leadership we were off and running.

Starting out with 3 other boats to cross the
San Pablo Bay from Petaluma we found that our
radio wasn't working right so we had to use the
cell phone to communicate with others. Arrived
at the Pittsburg Marina and had dinner at the

New Soundings for the Petaluma River

Substantial changes have occurred since the last soundings especially in the upper river from the 101 bridge to and
including the turning basin.

The controlling depths available (at MLLW i.e. zero tide) are as follows:
Over the flats 7.6 feet at beacon #16
Upper river 5.0 feet above the old oil docks to the turning basin
The turning basin has filled in to 5.0 feet with 4.6 feet on the approach to the city dock

The city dock soundings concur with the soundings taken about the same time (4/8/11) by Gregg Waugh and Tom
Corbett, (These are posted on the bulletin board at the club or are available from Gregg on request.)

The Corps soundings were taken on the flats June 26-27 and the upper river May 11-13
These soundings are available on the PYC website via a "COE" link on the visitors page.

It is advised that any boats having a draft of greater that 5 feet (3 feet on a minus 2.0 tide) carefully review these
charts and govern your transit accordingly.
