Notice of PYC Club Rules Update
Approved by PYC Board — September 16, 2010

Rule Governing Sign-ups, Costs, Publicity and Cancelations for Club Activities

Purpose of the Rule: Events, cruises and other PYC activities are self-funding. The club treasury does not subsidize activities nor
does the club cover event deficits. The activity Chair is responsible for establishing a sign-up process consistent with all club
rules. Members are expected to follow the process published by the Chair.

Sign-up Process: Members are required to sign up for club activities in advance The Chair will publish sign-up instructions, fees
and cut-off dates in event publicity. The Chair, at their discretion, may charge an additional fee for late sign-ups. Requests from
members to attend after the published cut-off date may or may not be granted at the discretion of the Chair.

Cancelations: Members who sign up for a club activity by the cut-off date and are unable to attend for any reason must pay their
assigned costs. The Treasurer will work with the Chair to ensure all fees are promptly remitted. If the activity is canceled, the
Chair will promptly refund to members any pre-payments or deposits.

Activity Publicity: Each club activity will be published to the membership with instructions including costs, cut-off date, late sign-up
fees, cancelation policy and other pertinent information associated with the activity. For activities where a deposit or other pre-
payment is made, the Chair will include information regarding cost sharing. Examples: pre-paid marina berthing deposit or
minimum dinner tab.

Accounting: The Chair will keep an accurate accounting of activity expenses, supported by receipts and submit an Event Income
& Expense report promptly after the conclusion of the event. The Chair will work with the Treasurer to ensure that funds collected
from members are promptly deposited and that payments owed are promptly paid.

Pre-paid Deposits: All requests to make a pre-paid event deposit are to be submitted to the Board for approval in advance.
Deposit roll-overs from one year to the next require Board approval in advance.
